  SYMPTOM POSSIBLE CAUSES SOLUTION
  Travel Speed too low,  
  and vibration is weak  Clutch slips? Check or replace clutch

Excessive oil in vibration? Drain excess oil and fill to proper lever

Insufficient engine output? Check engine, compression, etc.

Check gap, insulation or replace spark plug.
Clean or replace spark plug.

Flush fuel system, and replace with correct type of fuel

Clean or replace air cleaner

Torque cylinder head bolts and spark plug

Fill with correct type of fuel
Apply lubricant to loosen fuel cock level, replace if necessary

Clean or replace fuel tank cap

Clean or replace cleaner

Clean or replace spark plug
Flush fuel system, and replace with correct type of fuel
Clean or replace spark plug

Clean cooling fins
Adjust governor

Check entire fuel system for leaks or clogs
Clean recoil assembly with soap and water
